
School Response Should a Child or a Member of Staff Displaying Covid-19 Symptoms During the School Day

Pupil is isolated immediately in 
designated area Pupil is supervised

Parents are contacted to 
collect child.

Caution should still be applied. If everyone in the household 
who had symptoms is tested and all receive a negative result, 
the pupil or staff member can return to work providing they are 

well enough and have not had a fever for 48 hours. 

Person will be contacted by the Contract Tracing Service

Person to remain at home for at least 10 days

if you live with someone who has symptoms or a positive test, 
you will need to stay at home for 14 days from the day the first 

person in the home started having symptoms;

Area cleaned

Parents and staff will NOT be informed that 
someone from the year group is being tested as 
this may only be precautionary, but this decision 
will be made on a case by case basis. Staff will 

be alerted and should continue to social distance 
and maintain high levels of hygiene.

Concern raised by the pupil or by a member 
of staff due to any of the following reasons: a 

new, continuous cough and/or high 
termperature/fever and/or anosmia (a loss or 

change in in your normal sense of smell, 
which an also affect your sense of taste).
